He hopes this research will 
be useful as schools and policy makers consider de-
veloping and implementing performance-based re-
ward plans.

Prior to that, he was chief administrator at Wheaton 
Christian Grammar School, Academia Cristiana Inter-
nacional de Caracas (Venezuela), and Evangelical 
Christian Academy (Madrid, Spain).  Paul loves work-
ing with teachers and students to help everyone 
achieve high levels of success.  
 
Dr. Paul Wrobbel is married to Dr. Karen Wrobbel, a 
faculty member at Trinity International University in 
Deerfield.  The Wrobbels have two adult daughters 
and three grandchildren.  Beth and Jon Gorden live in 
St. Charles with Sam (4) and Megan (22 months). Re-
bekah and Alex Stathakis are the parents of Chiara 
(19 months) and reside in Addison.
